> The activities must benefit local groups of young people (not just your immediate friendship groups),and particulary
young people who do not have access to services, opportunities or may face personal challenges
> The activities must be additional to the ones already provided by your supporting organisation
> The ideas/projects must be original and your own
> Activities encouraging community cohesion will be prioritised

> A camping trip plus some equipment
> Employing a sport or music tutor for your youth group
> Starting a youth group
> Organising a festival/event
> Opening your youth group at weekends
> Residentail activities
> Avideo project to include video equipment
